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Who?  NPCA Member Groups complete this process annually. This annual renewal process confirms that these groups exist, that they are active and that they are fiscally responsible.  Groups first approved by the NPCA Board in 2012 are exempt from having to complete this renewal for 2013.

Why?  NPCA promotes/markets our groups via multiple social media channels, enewsletters, websites and quarterly WorldView magazine; actively seeks out PCVs, RPCVs and former staff and makes their contact information available to groups; collects and processes group membership dues; and deposits funds directly in group accounts monthly. In return, NPCA member groups agree to promote/market the NPCA and NPCA membership; share information with NPCA and pass along any collected NPCA dues monthly. 

We encourage all groups to be transparent in their governance and to post all relevant documents to their websites. For many groups, much of the information needed for this Group renewal is already posted.  If so, simply check the boxes here and submit the report. If not, please attach copies of relevant documents.

What’s new?  We recognize that the group renewal process can be quite time consuming for both member groups and NPCA. Given our interest in both a streamlined process and data needed for accountability to our members, our Board and our auditors, we periodically adjust the group renewal process. For 2013, we are asking for a slightly larger amount of information for the group renewal than in the past two years. It is our goal to make the 2014 renewal process considerably shorter than this year’s.

We also recognized that the ranges of groups’ sizes – used to determine renewal fees -- were too wide. We’ve created a “very small” member group size and adjusted the fees accordingly. We feel this more fairly distributes the fees.
